Bible 

Bathing Suit (modesty is the goal) 

Bathing Suit Cover (finger tip length) 

Play clothes (leave the iron home!) 
Sweat shirt or Jacket 

Shirts with sleeves and no exposed mid sections. 

Shorts, finger tip length. 
Jeans, one or two pair. (It gets cool) 

One dress-up outfit 

Towel, wash cloth, tooth brush, etc. 

Soap and Shampoo 

Notebook (for journaling) and pen 

Energy  

Flashlight 

Bug Repellant (pump style or rub – on) 
Sleeping bag or sheets/blankets (bring your own!)  

Spending money for canteen 

One pair athletic shoes 
Extra shoes/sandals 

Rain poncho

WHAT NOT TO BRING 
 

Cell Phone/Radios /I-Pod’s/MP3 or Electronic games/Personal computer (campers can’t so we 

don’t). Shorts shorter than fingertip length (modesty is the key) should be left home.  Alcohol, 
tobacco, and drugs are not allowed at anytime during your ministry time at Beechpoint (this includes on 

and off duty, i.e. twenty-four/seven).  Personal sports equipment must be pre-approved and safely stored.   

Do not bring pets, weapons, and knives of any kind.   Camp is not responsible for any loss that you 

might have during your stay.
